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Grace Kiva Micro Loans

One of Grace’s Service & Advocacy initiatives is lending through Kiva, a non-profit microlending organization. Kiva is named after the
Swabhili word for “unity,” and since 2005 the organization has helped more than 4 million borrowers in 77 countries with loans as small
as $25! We are praying for Grace’s recent loan recipients throughout the season of Epiphany.

Merita, her spouse, and their three children reside in a small rural village in Fiji. The family grows crops and other vegetables on land
they own. Because soil needs to be renewed every few months due to the seasonal nature of subsistence farming, Merita is requesting
a loan to purchase seeds, fertilizer, and pesticides to guarantee a successful yield. Grace has loaned $100 to Merita and her family.
This loan is special because it provides women with credit in a country where alternative financing is extremely scarce.
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
